} understand the State government is still
considering the exact route for the buses.

| believe they still want to use Grenfell Street
which interconnects with the new underpass
on the west side which is fine for nonpeak
periods. [ would have thought using North
Terrace for peak times would bring people
more rapidly to and from the city, but of course
the powers that be will have final say. There is
talk of bringing the buses along Rundle Road,
people have even suggested coming through
the East Parklands, which would need special
legislation, but | doubt this would concern our
Government too much.

Whatever happens, however, maintaining the
increasing green nature to the East End, and
hence the city, remains an important issue and
one we hope the city council will fight hard for.

Over the coming years with the new bus plans
and the proposed shift of the Royal Adelaide
Hospital to the heavily polluted railyards in the
west end, an area which will have to change
dramatically from its current nature to a
restaurant/cafe status to accommodate
hospital staff and visitors, the East End will
have to work really hard to redefine and
readjust appropriately.

The committee was extremely happy with the
very positive response to the changes we
would fike for Rundle Street's footpaths.

We had over 300 responses and a unanimous
wish to see panel type B in place as soon as
possible. We're pleased to announce the
Council has accepted the community's wishes
and has allocated funding to proceed with
upgrading the footpaths accordingly.

The second stage to the Grenfell Street

Greening is now occurring. This section of the
city should be a template for ongoing work for
the Green City that the Council says it desires.
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The second stage of the Grenfell Street Greening Project: currently underway.

You may have noticed now a new parking
ticket machine on East Terrace just north of
Grenfell Street. It now costs 2 dollars to park
for half an hour maximum. The Council advised
me that in April they sent out 187 survey forms
asking for feedback on whether the 15 minute
parking should change to one half hour ticket
parking. Eight responses were received and six
advised that they thought this was appropriate
and so the Council has proceeded.

Please note this arid
attend. Please consider whether you are able
to find perhaps 12 hours a year to become a
committee member on the East End
Coordination Group, to work to continue to
improve our extremely important section of
the City of Adelaide.

for roof-top gardens. Once the
buildings are identified information
from archives, building plans and
building surveyors will be sought to
determine load bearing capabilities
and other factors

* Educate other East End residents
about different strategies by sharing
information about what people are
currently doing to be environmentally
sustainable

¢ Use lobbies in apartments to disperse
information

Businesses to be encouraged to
network with each other about
sustainable practices
